Residents will be able to bring anything with a cord except for large appliances to Public Works for recycling.  Alderman Patti made a motion to approve the extra charge; seconded by Alderman Riesterer.   Mayor Sherwin called for a voice vote.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.
